The purchaser, Blackwell Park Limited (BPL), and the Council,
would like to complete the Option Agreement by the end of
February, which does not allow sufficient time to give 28 days’
notice of the making of the key decision.

The CEO of BPL retires at the end of February with a new CEO
taking office In March. This might lead to reviews and delay in
a very complicated and long running negotiation.

The key decision referred to above will be taken by the Strategic Director: Place under
delegated authority on 22 February 2024.
